* Three stages: a covered river stage, an indoor stage, a covered kid’s stage, plus a workshop tent.

®  The sound equipment and technicians required for running a smooth show. Remember to fill out and
attach a stage plot for your specific stage needs.
* A separate performer’s hospitality area with meals provided for performers. To be fed at the festival you

must have a name tag so make sure the names of all performers in your group are on the application.
If your family wants to eat with you at the hospitality hut, a fee of $40.00 for meals and snacks for the
weekend per family member (12 and under free) will be charged. This must be arranged ahead of time
with the Performers Committee. The fees will be collected at the gate on entry, and a performers family
wristband will be issued allowing entry into hospitality.

*  Booth on site for sales of your recordings (10% commission), T-shirts, and related products as well as a
craft marketplace and a foods’ concession area
